Statement of Vladimir Masat
After thorough study of all documents from the period 8th March 1997 – 10th April 1999, when I was acting as IFTA president, I can conclude:  
1. During time period 8th March 1997 – 10th April 1999 neither me, nor IFTA cancelled the IFTA registration

2. During time period 8th March 1997 – 10th April 1999 neither me, nor IFTA asked anybody to cancel the IFTA registration.
3. From the development of the first paragraph/article (point 2) in IFTA Statutes (see below) you can see, that the first wording on IFTA registration was introduced to Statutes in 1999. This supports my claims in previous two points – if me or somebody from IFTA’s Executive Board had known about the cancellation we would not have put it in IFTA Statutes 1999 (it would be nonsense).

Article 1 - Name and Address

1. The name of the association is the „International Football Tennis Association“(the IFTA).
2. The IFTA is an association of national federations of countries where football tennis is played. The residence of the IFTA is Switzerland, where the IFTA is registered. 
3. The IFTA is an independent and democratic organisation which takes neutral attitudes to political, religious and racial matters.

My opinion is, that the only person who could cancel the IFTA registration was Josef Rothenfluh, I think, that Mr. Lipnjak should ask him why. I can only state, that nobody from IFTA’s official leaders asked Mr. Rothenfluh to do so during 8th March 1997 – 10th April 1999.
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
